THE WORD OF GOD

OLD TESTAMENT LESSON Isaiah 43:8-13
The lesson from Isaiah reminds us of the role that first hand eye witnesses played in the formulation of St. Luke’s Gospel.

*Lead out those who have eyes but are blind, who have ears but are deaf.
’All the nations gather together and the peoples assemble.
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Which of them foretold this and proclaimed to us the former things?
Let them bring in their witnesses to prove they were right, so that others may hear and say, “It is true.”
"““You are my witnesses,” declares the LORD, “and my servant whom I have chosen,
so that you may know and believe me and understand that I am he.
Before me no god was formed, nor will there be one after me.
"I, even I, am the LLORD, and apart from me there is no savior.
"I have revealed and saved and proclaimed — I, and not some foreign god among you.
You are my witnesses,” declares the LORD, “that I am God.
"Yes, and from ancient days I am he. No one can deliver out of my hand.
When I act, who can reverse it?”

NEW TESTAMENT EPISTLE LESSON 2 Timothy 4:5-11
Liuke is among those whose faithfulness the Apostle Paul acknowledges as he predicts his life and ministry will soon end.

"But you, keep your head in all situations, endure hardship, do the work of an evangelist, discharge all
the duties of your ministry.

For I am already being poured out like a drink offering, and the time has come for my departure. 'T
have fought the good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith. *Now there is in store for me the
crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on that day — and not only
to me, but also to all who have longed for his appearing.

’Do your best to come to me quickly, ""for Demas, because he loved this world, has deserted me and has
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gone to Thessalonica. Crescens has gone to Galatia, and Titus to Dalmatia. "'Only Luke is with me. Get
Mark and bring him with you, because he is helpful to me in my ministry.

GOSPEL St. Luke 1:1-4; 24:44-53

Liuke lays ont his motivation and methodology in assembling a gospel that is an “orderly account” of eyewitness testimony.

"Many have undertaken to draw up an account of the things that have been fulfilled among us, *just as
they were handed down to us by those who from the first were eyewitnesses and servants of the word.
"Therefore, since I myself have carefully investigated everything from the beginning, it seemed good also to
me to write an orderly account for you, most excellent Theophilus, *so that you may know the certainty of
the things you have been taught.

“He said to them, “This is what I told you while I was still with you: Everything must be fulfilled that is
written about me in the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms.”

“Then he opened their minds so they could understand the Scriptures. “He told them, “This is what is
written: The Christ will suffer and rise from the dead on the third day, “'and repentance and the forgiveness
of sins will be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. *You are witnesses of these
things. I am going to send you what my Father has promised; but stay in the city until you have been
clothed with power from on high.”

**When he had led them out to the vicinity of Bethany, he lifted up his hands and blessed them. **While
he was blessing them, he left them and was taken up into heaven. **Then they worshiped him and returned
to Jerusalem with great joy. And they stayed continually at the temple, praising God.

After the Gospel, the congregation responds:

Witness — the Living of a Gospel Centered-Life

After the sermon, the congregation stands to confess:

(Public confession is faith’s response to God’s saving Word. Christians composed the Nicene Creed in the fourth century to defend the
Bible’s teachings that both Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit are true God, equal to the Father in one eternal, undivided Trinity.)

maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is,
seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God,

eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God,
begotten, not made,
of one being with the Father.

Through him all things were made.

For us and for our salvation, he came down from heaven,
was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the virgin Mary,
and became fully human.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate.

He suffered death and was buried.

On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures.

He ascended into heaven
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.

who proceeds from the Father and the Son,
who in unity with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified,
who has spoken through the prophets.
